Courses

Courses

Carefully designed to preserve the natural environment throughout, its layout features 
undulating fairways and tied greens on nearly every hole. Surrounded by many colorful 
•owers and  trees, this course is particularly pre•y with nice surrounding scenery, including 
an excellent view of the 2006 Thai Prime Minister’s home and back yard making this course a 
real “Royal Golf” experience.

Bangkok Royal Golf & Country Club

Many players are pleasantly surprised by this course, one of Bangkok’s lesser-known layouts. 
The Vintage was designed by the up and coming US golf architect Arthur Hills, one of his 
only Asian creations and retains many of the natural surroundings like marshes with reeds 
and multi-colored bougainvillea plants to give the golfer the feeling that he is in the Thai 
countryside rather than at a championship course in the outskirts of Bangkok. 

The Vintage Golf Club

This course has recently been redesigned by the Americans Lee Schmidt and John Curley. It 
now boasts 18 well guarded greens, many of which include  the unique design of having large 
side catchment areas, something rarely seen on Thai courses.

Muang Kaew

The Nick Faldo designed Summit Windmill is one of the most challenging layouts in Bangkok 
and continues to remain an a•raction for all types of players. Despite this, the course condi -
tions are always beautifully maintained making it appeal both to the locals and tourists who 
want a quick round at an excellent course just 30 minutes from the center of Bangkok. Light-
ing was installed in 2004 and this makes night golf an option for those with limited time.

Summit Windmill

The Krung Kavee Golf Course and Country Club Estate is situated along the historic Rangsit 
canal, just o! the Rangsit-Nakorn Nayok highway, 20 minutes from Bangkok Airport and 
provides an amazing natural backdrop to produce a gol"ng experience entirely of its own. 
The estate's charming boutique style restaurant provides the perfect se•ing for a relaxing meal 
a#er a day at the tees.

Krung Kavee Golf & Country Estate

This was opened in 1986 about a ten minute drive from Don Muang International Airport and 
is is an ideal course for the novice and high handicapper, on account of its shortness and the 
excellent condition of the fairways. Generally, the fairways are wide and the greens big and 
fast paced and so players can expect a good score. Lakes •ow around the perimeter of the 
course,weaving in and around holes, but not unduly disturbing play. 

Muang Ake Golf Club
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The Hua Hin and Cha Am golf area is located on the western side of the 
Gulf of Thailand, and is approximately a two and a half hour drive 
(170km) from Bangkok. This oldest and most traditional Thailand beach 
resort, combines the attractions of a modern holiday destination with the 
charm and fascination of a still active fishing port. As a result of this Hua 
Hin is suitable for couples and families seeking a high quality and safe 
beach resort for a golf vacation and base for local excursions.

Courses

The course at Spring•eld has been designed by Jack Nicklaus to meet the high demands of a 
recognized championship golf course, and yet it remains an enjoyable challenge for golfers of 
all standards. Each hole has a minimum of •ve tees to play from, but only the brave, and those 
regularly rub shoulders with the world’s best will venture from the black tee. 

Spring•eld Village Golf & Spa

The Imperial Lake View Hotel & Golf Club o!ers the •rst 36 hole Golf course in Hua Hin and 
is a good example of a top quality Hua Hin golf course. The golf course is a favorite with both 
residents and visitors to the area and is situated a bit inland amongst small farms & pineapple 
plantations on a large parkland parcel. For many golfers this is the most beautiful course in 
this region.

Palm Hills Golf Resort & Country Club is located just North of Hua Hin, near the airport, on 
the lower foot hills just west of town. It was the !rst of the new Hua Hin golf courses to open 
in 1992 and played host to the inaugural Thailand World Pro Am tournament in 1993.

The Majestic Creek Country Club is a challenging course that was once rated by a German 
golf magazine as a 5-star international golf course.   Designed by Dr. Sukki"i Klangvisai, the 
same Thai golf course designer as who is responsible for Phuket’s Loch Palm and Bangkok’s 
Ratchakram golf clubs, Majestic Creek features rolling hilly terrain with tricky greens

Majestic Creek Country Club 

Royal Hua Hin is the oldest 18-hole international standard course in Thailand and is only 5 
minutes from downtown Hua Hin. The course was commissioned in 1924 to accommodate the 
interests of the British railway workers and Thai aristocracy living in the area. Bering of 
traditional older British golf course design, the course is constructed on natural terrain and set 
between some spectacular rocky hills. Excellent views of the Gulf of Thailand and the city 
center are possible from several of the holes.

Royal Hua Hin Golf Club
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Pattaya is located on the Gulf of Thailand, less than 2 hours, and 140km 
southeast of Bangkok and only 1 hour from Suvarnabhumi International 
airport. It is one of the largest tourism centres in Thailand and is one of 
Asia's most famous and most popular beach destinations.

The Laem Chabang International Golf & Country Club, just 75 from Bangkok, is made up of 
27 holes on 700 acres and makes use of 3 types of features which characterize each of the 9 
holes. This handiwork is widely hailed by critics for the unique usage of the land’s mixed 
terrain of mountains, lakes and river valleys which are lovely as well as functional. 

Laem Chabang International Country Club

An international standard course just 15 minutes north of Bangkoks old airport (Don Muang) 
It is a course divided into 3 sets of 9 holes, each themed.  The •rst called The Lake Course 
shares many design similarities to many American courses, especially the Firestone Golf 
Course in Ohio.  The Green•eld Course gets its name from its smooth  and !at appearance, 
while the most challenging of the three courses is the Forest Course.

 

 Pinehurst Golf & Country Club

Phoenix Golf & Country Club, a Dennis Gri"ths design, is set on wooded, rolling terrain 
comprises three nine hole courses - Ocean, Lake and Mountain, and has magni•cent views of 
the surrounding mountains and the Gulf of Thailand. Large mango, eucalyptus trees and 
!owering shrubs add color and give a natural feel to the layout.

 Phoenix Golf & Country Club

While aimed at players with handicaps of 18 or lower, this most challenging course in Pa#aya 
should be a must visit for all gol•ng tourists in the area. English born golf course architect 
Desmond Muirhead has created one of Pa#aya’s most interesting golf courses, as St Andrews 
was built to replicate a Sco#ish links course. Located in Rayong, about 40 minutes from 
Pa#aya and 1.5 hours from Bangkok, St. Andrews is accessible for golfers staying in either city.

 St Andrews 2000 Golf Club

Siam Country Club is set in the low hills just a few kilometers from Pa#aya and has been 
wonderfully landscaped to contain more than its fair share of mature trees, shrubs and plants. 
Various fruit trees on the course give the impression of being in an orchard, especially when in 
season.   The Siam Country Club Old Course following the Sco#ish tradition recognizing 
classic golf courses. It is now one of the best courses in Pa#aya, even rivaling Laem Chabang 
for top honours. 

Siam Country Club
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Khao Yai is Thailand’s oldest and second largest National Park covering an 
area of more than 2000 square km just two hours form Bangkok situated 
mainly in Nakhon Ratchasima Province (near Khorat), but also includes 
parts of Saraburi, Prachinburi and Nakhon Nayok provinces. The natural 
environment of thickly forested hillsides, rushing streams, and cascading 
waterfalls provides a haven for golfers and numerous species wildlife 
including tigers, gaur, monkeys, deer, pigs elephants, leopards and 
tropical birds. In recognition of its unique natural character, Khao Yai has 
recently been named a World Heritage site.

Khao Yai 

The Royal Resort Golf and Country Club is a championship golf course located 90 kilometres 
north of Bangkok in Nakhonnayok Province, only one and a half hour driving from Bangkok. 
It was designed by Nelson and Wright of Belt Collins and Associates who are world famous 
golf course architecture.

Royal Hills Resort & Country Club

This course is situated between 2 valleys in the mountains of the Khao Yai National Park and 
is fairy tough, winding beneath the steep hills that border the park. It is easy to forget about 
the score, considering the breath taking views over the surrounding hills, but the large bunker 
arrays - typical for Nicklaus - will bring one back to reality quite soon.

Mission Hills Khao Yai Golf Course

Located 130 km west of Bangkok and covers an area of 19,480km², Kan-
chanaburi is Thailand´s third largest province. Its major attractions include 
several waterfalls, mountains, caves (that were once inhabited by neolithic 
man), national parks and last, but not least, the River Kwai and its famous 
bridge, immortalized in Pierre Boulle’s same named novel and David 
Lean's movie. 

Golf holidays to Kanchanburi are centred around the Nichigo Resort & 
Country Club. Located 140 kilometres west of Bangkok, it is a fully self-
contained golf and recreation resort nestling between the mountains of the 
western border and the legendary River Kwai.

There is a welcome peace and spaciousness about the course, thanks to its variety of trees, 
plants and •owers, the scenic beauty of its mountains, lakes, river view and eye catching 
miniature replica of the Bridge over the River Kwai.
